· All entries must be made on the correct forms with name and AGE of vaulters, lungers and horses, including all BEV numbers. 
· Please complete all blue tabs on the entries spreadsheet, including the names of volunteers.
· All vaulter’s ages are to be based on the age of the vaulter as of 1st January in the year of the event.  
· Competitors eligible for para–vaulting classes are vaulters with a physical, sensory or intellectual disability. Hats are not required for a non RDA vaulter.

Late entries may be charged double and will only be accepted at the discretion of the organiser. Late payments may be charged double or could result in cancellation of entry.

Please note, all clubs are required to provide details of volunteers on their entry forms to support the running of the competition on the day. Without this support, the competition will not be able to run, so entries without suitable volunteer information will not be accepted without prior agreement from the SEV committee.

General Information
Please ensure all vaulters and lungers are BEV members prior to the competition. All renewals must be completed in the month preceding final entries (membership form and payment made in full). Membership applications will not be accepted on the day. 

As part of entering the competition, all competitors give full & free consent for any photographs, video recordings and other relevant forms of media to be used in releases or publicity for SEV as deemed appropriate and in line with the strategic goals of Scottish Equestrian Vaulting.

Code of Conduct:
	All competition participants, assistants, volunteers, spectators, and attendees agree to be bound by the following code of conduct:
· Follow all guidelines and rules laid down by FEI, BEV, SEV and the organising committee.
· In all equestrian sports the horse must be considered paramount. The well-being of the horse shall be above the demands of breeders, trainers, riders, vaulters, owners, dealers, organisers, sponsors or officials.
· Always act in a manner giving respect to all others present at the event, the requirements of the sport, the venue and any relevant rules / legislation which may apply.
· Recognise and appreciate the efforts made by coaches, parents, officials and organisers in providing the opportunity for you and / or others to participate and enjoy the sporting environment
· Do nothing which is likely to intimidate, offend, insult, humiliate or discriminate against any other person on the ground of gender, race, disability, age, religious or political belief, sexual orientation, social background, ethnic origin, language, marital or civil partnership status.
· Protect the welfare of all participants, both equine and human, ensuring an environment where all have the opportunity to enjoy this event to the fullest.

Music:
	Arena 1:  Classes 1-21.  Arena 2: 22-25. This is subject to change depending on entry numbers, as many classes as possible will compete in Arena 1 so please ensure music is prepared accordingly. Confirmation of arenas will be issued asap after entries.

	Arena 1 instructions:
· All Music must be sent to: vaulting.music.scotland@gmail.com  by the 23rd May 2026. 
· Music should be in MP3 format, named in the following format: ‘Name’ – ‘Class’ – ‘Music Type’.  (Eg. Jane Doe – Senior Ind – Compulsories)
· The email should detail the vaulter, group and class.

To change a file name, double click the name, slowly, this allows you to type over the existing name. (You might want to make and use a copy of the track so as not to impact your music collection).  If sending a large number of files, it may be worth separating these into several emails as there can be a limit on an email attachment size. 
If your music is currently on a CD and are MP3 files (‘.mp3’ after the file name), then just attach these straight into an email. If not, then the two guides below should help with the conversion to mp3.

These files can then be chosen as attachments from whatever folder they were saved to.

Arena 2 instructions: 
· Please provide your own method for playing competition music i.e. iphone, mp3 player, or suchlike. 
· There will be a music system provided, which will permit connection using a 3.5mm jack, or lightning cable. 
· You will also need to ensure that your club provides a suitable individual to control the music when your vaulters are competing in this arena.
Doping: Please be aware that any horse competing at a BEV competition in any affiliated class could be subject to BEF Equine Anti-Doping (“BEFAR”) spot testing at any affiliated event as per BEV rulebook.

Passports: All horses must travel and arrive with their passport. It should be correctly validated, and meet all passport requirements including microchipping, vaccination, Equine Anti-doping and Controlled Medication control. Any equine athlete failing to meet passport requirements may not be allowed to compete.  Pre-competition checks will take place, details shall be confirmed following nominated entries. 
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
